New Clubrooms Open At Last!

Many locals watched with interest the construction 
of the bowls club facilities in the Flagstaff Gardens. 
Since moving in almost 3 months ago the Club has 
been welcoming a stream of visitors keen to see 
inside. The AGM on 22 August will be a great 
opportunity for those Hotham History Project 
supporters who�ve not already done so to 
experience the wonderful facilities. 

There is a strong commitment to environmentally 
sustainable design. 

Key features include: 
• cutting edge green design to provide one of the 

most drought-tolerant and water-efficient 
natural turf greens in Australia 

• a high performance double-glazed aliclad-
timber window system 

• solar hot water 
• a grey water diversion system 
• a low energy hybrid heating and cooling system 

using geothermal technology 
• automated lighting and security systems 
• passive solar design. 

Much of the old clubhouse was destroyed by fire in 
January 1994. The club operated from makeshift 
facilities from then until August 2007; then during 
construction, from temporary homes with other 
bowls clubs.  

Despite these challenges the City of Melbourne 
Bowls Club has flourished, with ever-increasing 
numbers of local and corporate bowlers and 
substantial success in the Royal Victorian Bowls 
Association pennant competition. 

Members are delighted to be able to return to their 
home ground and to this wonderful facility, with 
grateful thanks to City of Melbourne Councillors and 
staff. 

Now we can focus on the long-running project of 
writing a history of the club, in partnership with the 
Hotham History Project! We intend this will cover 
the period 18 August 1866 to 18 August 2009.

EARLIER 2009 EVENTS 

Gary Presland’s talk in March generated an 
enormous amount of interest and we had to find 
additional chairs to accommodate the large 
turnout.  

In May we had a fascinating talk by Lyndon 
Arnold about James Heffernan and his family, 
Lyndon’s great- great grandfather, who built the 
intriguing 1850s shop/house on the south-east 
corner of King & La Trobe Streets.  We were also 
very privileged to have as our guests, Lola 
Russell and George Dixon, who live in the 
house.  Lola, a descendant of the second family 
to own the building, recited a poem George had 
written about living in the house.  It was a perfect 
end to a most delightful evening.
